SCHEDULED AGENDA ITEMS:

A. **Federal Poverty Guidelines: Philport updated on the annual Federal Poverty
Guidelines. A _motion was made by Vermeulen and seconded by Allgaier to adopt
these guidelines for Brady Township. Motion carried.

B. Marijuana — Recommendation from the P/C: With there being a special meeting of
the Planning Commission for tomorrow night, this will be held over until the January
Board meeting.

C. **Notary Fees: Allgaier explained the collection of notary fees. A motion was made by
Smith and seconded by VanderKamp to not charge residents for personal notaries, but
to charge $3 per stamp for notarizing business or non-resident requests. Motion carried.

D. *HHH Waste Amendment: Vermeulen updated on the Household Hazardous Waste
Amendment. A motion was made by Philport and seconded by Vermeulen to adopt this
amendment with a total of $3400. Motion carried.
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E. *Appointment of Board of Review Members: Vermeulen read the current list of BOR
members and alternate. A motion was made by Philport and seconded by Smith to
appoint David Locey, Gary Sherman, and Aileen Greanya as the Board of Review
members and John Polasek as the alternate member. Motion carried.

F. Sunday Liquor Sales: Discussion showed that there was no opposition to the
proposed Sunday Liquor Sales, so no action was taken on this.

Township Reports:

1. SKCFA - Philport reported on the awards/Christmas dinner held recently.
Numerous awards were presented, including two “medals of valor,” along with the
report of 9 “life saves” last year.

2. SCSWA - Philport reported that the refinanced bonds sale is done through 5/3 bank.

3. PC — ZBA — Smith stated that there will be a special P/C meeting tomorrow night
12/08/10 to address setbacks and frontage requirements.

Report of Board Members: Philport reported status of the two recent suits: One has been
settled by a consent agreement, and the other will be addressed by the P/C new setback
requirements. Smith requested the history of the last five years of legal fees. Allgaier said that
tax bills are out, and that SCMCCI is working on a new budget. Permit fees will be increased by
$4 and they are looking at miscellaneous cost cuts.
